PRESIDENT HARDINO'S
INAUGURAL ADDRESS

President Hardlng's Inaugural ad­ 

dress pursues with stgular. exacti­ 

tude the outlines of administrative 

purpose that had found tht-lr j.lnne 

In public expectation. His declara­ 

tions In respect of economic and po­ 

litical questions square at aiinost 

every point with Interpretations of 

his views recently made public.

"I speak," he says, "for admlnls 

tratlon efficiency, for lightened ta> 

burdens, for sound commercial prac­ 

tices, for adequate credit facilities 

for sympathetic concern for all agri­ 

cultural problems, for the omission 

of unnecessary Interference of gov 

ernment with business, for. an em 

to government's experiment In bus! 

ness."
"If revolution Insists upon over 

turning established order, let othei 

peoples make the tragic experiment 

There is no place for It In America.'

AH to international relations the 

new president gives the world thlf 

pledge.
"If it will lighten the spirit am' 

add to the resolution with which we 

take up the task, let me repeat (pi 

our nation, we shall give no peopl 

just cause to make war upon us 

We hold no national prejudice, w< 

entertain no spirit of revenge, wi 

do not hate, we do not covet, wi 

dream of no conquest, nor-boast o 

armed prowess."
If again the safety of the work 

should be menaced by the spirit o: 

aggression and conquest, agali 

would America come to the rescui 

of the world. That Is Harding'i 

pledge, as witness this solemn dec 

laration: "There was no Amerlcar 

failure to resist the attempted re 

v.hlon of civilization, there wlli !/  

no failure today or tomorrow."

Finally, the President said'

"We wish to promote understand 

ing. We want to do our part ir 

making offensive warfare so hate 

ful that governments and people: 

who resort to it must prove th< 

righteousness of their cause or stanc 

as outlaws before the bar of clvi! 

ization.
"We are ready to associate our 

selves with the nations of th< 

world, great and small, for confer 

ince. for counsel, to seek the ex­ 

pressed views of world opinion, tc 

recommend a way to approximate 

disarmament and relieve the crush 

ing burdens of military and navu' 

establishments. We elect to parti­ 

cipate plans for mediation, ".o^nd! 

latlon, arbitration and would gladly 

join In that expressed conscience ol 

progress which seeks to clarify and 

write the laws of International re­ 

lationship, and establish a world 

court for the disposition of such 

ustiflable questions as nations art 

agreed to submit thereto. In ex­ 

pressing aspirations. In seeking the 

practical plans, In translatlasr prac­ 

tical plans, in translating human- 

ty's new concept of righteousness, 

ustlce and this hatred of war Into 

econuuended action we are ready 

most heartily to unite, but every 

commitment must be made In tlu 

exercise of our national sover­ 

eignty."
This, in brief, is the substance' of 

he President's Inaugural.
