In less than twr 
yearn Babe was the best drummer 
in Essex county. I have never seer

Babe wag a true scout. The fol 
owing incident will go far to provf

drill started at 7:30 p. m., and as 
sure as there was a drill Balx 
would be late fifteen minutes ev 
ery time.

One evening in the early sprlnr 
my wife and I were walking alone,

was a loud rap on the door. One 
of the boyg had come to tall, me 
there was a flre three blocks away, 
and that the other boys had gone 
to see what they could do. I made 
a hurried run to the place and ar­ 
rived before the Ire brigade. The 
scouts had started to get the furni­ 
ture out, and were doing all they 
could do to stem the flames. Some'- 
body said there were two children 
asleep in one of the bedrooms. In 
went Babe and searched evory room. 
He could find nothing, but to show 
that he went right through the 
house he brought back a frying pan ( 
and a tea kettle.

He did well, and it 
was when he was making his last 
flight before being sent overseas 
that he met death. He fell 2000 
i'eet and broke his neck. I shall 
never forget the wonderful sight 
that his funeral presented. I have 
jeen and taken part in many fune-, 
rals, both military and civilian, but 
I have never seen anything to 
equal Babe's in my life. First 
came the boy scouts, then the high 
school cadets, then the members of 
he 2lst regiment, and, last of all, 
lie veterans of the great war. It 

was at his- mother's request that 
the procession should be this way. 
That was the way Babe went 
:hrnug life first as a scout, then 
is a cadet; then a drummer in the 
 ilst regiment, and tnen he joined 
'he overseas forces. The streets 
were crowded, not with curious 
slghUseerers, but with friends of 
3abe who had known him from 
Mrth, and who rememlwred him as 
the curly-headed drummer of the 
scouts. Babe sleeps in Sandwich 
Cemetery. His memory lives for 
«ver with the scouts of the Border
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Cities for what he 
scout and a hero.
