SYSTEM IN SEWING

How do you plan your sewing?
) ycu have bonib teady, right to 

your hand, while you visit with a 
neighbor or listen to the doings of 
tha day I* business and school of 
the children and faieii father?

One of the best household man­ 
agers I ever knew was a regular 
'cut-up" occasionally, taking'a day 
to cutting out garment^ rolling 
each separately till a basket wa: 
full. '^

If you don't use system youT 
suffer for It. "Virtue is its owr 
reward," and the lack of syater. 
furnishes Its own scourge, too.

Keep buttons that have been use 
in a glass bottle or jar, then when 
they are to be used again they can 
be seen in a mlnut'e time. All of 
one kind should be strung together

TRANSPARENT PIECE BAG 
Make a piece bag of double black 

mosquito netting and the piece* 
you want will' be readily seen.

FOR A TRUE BIAS ___ 
To obtain a true bias place the 

material flat on the cutting table, 
and with a ruled or yard stick laid 
across one corner draw a line with 
chalk or colored pencil. Use thi: 
line for a guide in cutting.

A piece of starched net or lact 
put under a hole in a lace curtain 
will be hardly visible when presse: 
.smooth with a warm iron.

Cover gelatin with cold water and 
et it soak one-half hour. Put the 

sugar In boiling water and add tlm 
grated rind of one lemon; bring to 
the boiling point; take from the 
Ire; add the gelatin, the lemon 
iuice and the caramel; strain It 
through 'two thicknesses of 'cheese- 
loth. Have ready a good pizeit 
nold, moistened in cold water Put 
i layer of gelatin in the bottom and 
itand aside to harden. Allow the 
remaining gelatin to become cold, 
not thick. On top of the jelly in 
.he meld place some grapes or roses 
or violets, according to the meal 
it is to be served. Notf pour on 
the jelly that is cold, not hard, and 
let sand over night. S. T. Roren.

FIG CONSERVE
Two quarts peeled figs, two cupr, 

seeded (or seedless) raisins, tw< 
cups walnut meats (broken, but no' 
chopped), one quart sugar, citric 
acid equal to about ten peas in 
size, or the juice of three juicy 
lemons, pinch of salt. Cook figs, 
raisins and nuts and citric acid 
(dissolved in a little hot water 1 
for one hour. Then add sugar and 
a pinch- of salt. Cook for fifteen 
ninutes more, stirring constantly 
 Rachael D. Roest.

TWO CANNING HINTS

and canning and I wish to tell th 
women readers two things. 'One it 
when" scalding tomatoes to can; th' 
  ilb*r is how to make first-class pre 
serves. f 

Place tomatoes 'in a ripped sugar 
sack or other thin, muslin. Dip In 
quantity of boiling water until skin 
slips, then dip into cold water. Thfc 
irevonU thfe skin from tightening 
as they cool. . '

When making* preserves or spiced 
fruit never let them cease boflinp 
ifter they begin. You will find It 
'ess work and the preserves will br 
'ighter in color. Cal. Cultivator.

'.Ilzed In a sealed container at 175 
legrees for thirty minutes.

3PURING OF CANNED AND PRE­ 
SERVED FRUITS 

Jellies, jams, preserves and can- 
led fruits often become "sour," e 
erm which ordinarily means in th' 

household yeast fermentation. Wher 
'his occurs in jellies, jams and pre-
 erves it means that the productp 
lave not been cooked down suffl
 iently or that they have not bee- 
iterillzed in the sealed containers 
The remedy is the same as tha'
 iven for the molding of jellies, jam 
ind preserves above.

WOLD ON JELLIES, JAMS AND
PRESERVES

If these products are not boilei: 
lown sufficiently they may (jevelop 
mold. It is recommended that in 
heir preparation a thermometer b" 

used and that all jellies, jams, an'1 
reserves be boiled to 220 or 221 
legrees Fahrenheit. This will in 
su.re that they contain enough su 
tar and a small enough proportion 
f water to keep indefinitely. ShouU' 

mold appear on Jolly or preserves i* 
should be skimmed off and the pro- 
luct recooked. If a jelly, preserve 
ir jam less sweet than is customary 

: s desired the product may 'be boil- 
d to a lower temperature than 220 
Tovided that it is sealed scalding 

'lot in jars in the same manner tha' 
'ruit is sometimes put up. This 
vill sterilize the product and ex- 
Jude mold so that a high concen 
'ration of sugar is not needed.
