161,567 Cars in 

Month of August
DETROIT, Mlch.. Oct. 4. August 

closed the summer season for the 
Ford .Motor company with sales of 
161,567 can and trucks, 39,608 
more than were delivered at retail 
during the same month last year, 
it is just announced.

The remarkable increases which 
have characterised Ford sales so far 
this year, bringing them to a total 
of 1.212,553 for the eight months 
up to September 1. promise to main­ 
tain the same proportions during 
the fall season.

At least, this is indicated by the 
number of orders on hand at the 
first of the present month. The new 
type Ford cars, now in the hands 
of practically all dealers in the 
country, are attracting widespread 
attention.
