PROPERTY FROM FIRE, AND 
ALSO PROVIDING FOR THE

The Board of Trustees of the City

SECTION 1

SECTION 26 
It shall be unlawful for any per­ 

son, firm or corporation, as owner, 
architect, contractor or otherwise, 
to erect or cause to be erected, or 
to commence or proceed with the 
erection of nny building within the 
limits of Fire District Number One 
of the City of Torrance unless said 
building shall conform in all re­ 
spects to the requirements of this 
Ordinance for a building of either 
Class "A," Class "D," or Class "C," 
as the same are hereinafter more 
particularly set forth, or to con­ 
struct -a building of either of said 
classes of a height greater than is 
hereinafter set forth as the limit 
of such height, except only that 
upon application in writing the 
Board of Trustees of the City of 
Torrance may by resolution author­ 
ize the use of galvanized iron con­ 
struction for factories in the Indus- 
rial district and for barns, sheds, 
and outbuildings as described in 
Section 20 hereof.

SECTION 2
The City Clerk shall certify to 

the passage of this Ordinance by 
a two-thirds vote of all the mem­ 
bers of the Board of Trustees and 
shall cause the same to be published 
once in the Torrance Herald, a 
weekly newspaper printed and pub­ 
lished in the City of Torrance, and 
which is hereby designated for that 
purpose, and thereupon and there­ 
after this Ordinance shall be in full 
force and effect.
