village are strewn with rolls of cotton, 
trays of colored rice balls, live chicks, 
lilts of eggshell and other tempting 
offerings to Induce the demons to for­ 
get their evil designs on the villagers. 

When they gather to feast In honor 
of the "bgha," or family spirits, the 
young women of the hill tribes wear 
the effective seed-trimmed smock In 
which they work In the fields. But on 
the plains the Karen girls are ndopt-
ng black velvet Jackets In place of the 

seed-trimmed smock, the minor native 
ulrs art1 being forsaken for the music
if the West, and houses are built on 

the solid ground, as are those of the
lelghborlng Burmese. Only In the soli­ 
tudes of the bills, far away from ex- 

rniil inllunices, do the ancient Karen 
istumus still prevail.
