Dr. Carlson, who has himself 
submitted to the experiment, says 
fasting is not painful. He carried 
on his work while fasting, and 
though he grew somewhat weak, 
there was no pain or mental re­ 
action.

"The precise mechanism by which 
prolonged fasting induces changes 
of gastric secretion and metabolic 
rate in the body is as yet un­ 
known,' * says Dr. Carlson.

"We are sure, however, that fast- 
ng brings the tissues back to more 

youthful condition as measured by 
the basal metabolism."
