Statistical records of business ac­ 
tivity in the Twelfth Federal Re­ 
serve District (comprising the 
states of Arizona, California, Idaho, 
Nevada, Oregon, Utah, and Wash­ 
ington) show that the volume of 
trade during February, 1925, was 
slightly larger than In February, 
1924, due allowance being made,

business day in February a year 
ago. Moderate reductions in in­ 
dustrial output have recently been 
reported, but distribution has con­ 
tinued in uudiminlshcd volume. 
Banks of tho district have extended 
a greater amount of credit than 
over before, generally without find- 

the Federal Reserve Bank. Interest 
rates have remained unchanged ex­ 
cept for an increase in the rate, of 
bankers' acceptances from 3-3% 
per cent to 3H-3V4 per cent.

Bank Debits
Debits to individual accounts 

(bank debits) afford the best avail­ 
able single measure of general 
business activity in the district. 
The total reported by banks in 21 
principal cities for February. 1925, 
was $2.564,320,000, compared with 
$2,521,733,000 in February, 1924; 
Sl',7»7,011.000 In January. 1925; and 
$2.058,504,000 in January, 1924. The 
February, 1925, bank debit figures 
are the largest reported in' any 
February of record. The apparent 
decline from Janua* to February 
was due to non-bifciness factors, 
chiefly the shortness of tho latter 
month. If adjusted for normal 
seasonable variations, the figures 
would show an increase from Janu­ 
ary to February of S per cent. 

Lumber Output
Decri industrial output

was general during February, 1925. 
Production of lumber was prac­ 
tically unchanged as compared with 
January, 1925, and 10.5 per cent 
less than in February, 1924.

Petroleum Production 
Production of petroleum in Cali­ 

fornia averaged 602,494 barrels pet- 
day, tho lowest daily average since 
February, 1923. Production of pe­ 
troleum exceeded consumption, how­ 
ever, and stored stocks Increased 
by 1,233,414 barrels to a new high 
point of 101,345,000 barrels on Feb­ 
ruary 23, 1925. Reported flour pro­ 
duction in the district during Feb­ 
ruary, 1925, was 15 per cent less 
than in January, 1925; 28 per cent 
less than in February, 1924; and 
15 per cent less than the 'five-year 
average for February. Tho value 
of building permits issued in 20 
principal cities of the district dur­ 
ing February, 1925, was 4.5 pel- 
cent below that of February a .year 
ago. There was a seasonal In- 
ereaso in building .activity, and in

'value or-rruilding permits issued as 
compared with January, 1925.

Retail Sales
Value of sales at wholesale, as 

reported by 190 firms in eleven

mately 8 per cent less during Feb­ 
ruary, 1925, than during February, 
1924. Seven of the eleven lines for 
which figures are available (agri­ 
cultural implements, automobile 
supplies, automobile tires, drugs, 
dry goods, electrical supplies, fur­ 
niture, groceries, hardware, shoe*, 
and stationery) showed decreases 
for the year period, tho declines 
ranging from 7.6 per cent to 21.1 
per cent. Value of sales at retail, 
as shown by vsales of 32 department 
store.-, in principal cities of the 
district, was 5 per cent less during 
February, 1925, than during Feb­ 
ruary, 1924.

terms of other commodities de­ 
clined about 1 per cent during 
February, but excepting January. 
1925, was at tha highest levels since 
1920. The lower price level for 
farm products was tho result, 
chiefly, of declines in prices of 
grains, particularly wheat. Since 
there February figures were com­ 
piled there have been some further 
declines in grain prices. March 18, 
1925, May wheat at Chicago sold 
for $1.64 per bushel, or 4114 cents 
below the high point reached on 
January 30, 1925. The Mt 
tatlon was, however, appn 
50 per cent higher than the quota­ 
tion of a year ago.

Loam Go Up
Banking and credit statistics for 

February reflect increasing busi­ 
ness activity. Commercial loans of 
reporting member banks increa'sed 
by $19,000,000, or 2.2 per cent, dur­ 
ing the four weeks ended March 
11, 1926. Investment holdings of 
these banks decreased $20,000.000, 
or 4.5 per cent, during this period, 
and their demand deposits declined 
0.4 per cent. Concurrence of these 
three movements Is tho normal ex­ 
pectation in a period of increasing 
business activity, when loans are 
already at a high level. Total loans 
of reporting member banks, at 
$1,094,000,000 on March 11, were 
higher than ever before.

Discounts at the Federal Ri 
Hank of San Francisco inci 
by $6,000,000, or 43 per cent, during 

 eeks ended March 18, 
1925. Total reserves increased from 
$272,000,000 to $282,000,000 during 
these four weeks, and Federal Ro- 

note circulation increased 
$194,000,000 to $195,000,000.
