Tells Rotarians
About Lighting

A, W. Childs: at Lunecheon
Traces History of
Nlumination

Characteffzing the history of il-
lumination as the story of human
progress during the past century,
A. W. Childs, manager of the new
business ~department of Southern
California Edisqn. Company, before
the Rotary Club of Torrance last

Thursday outlined in a very in-|

teresting’ manner the development
of artificial illumination from its
very earliest conception down to
the most’ modern time, Mr. Childs
stressed the necessity of' proper
illumination for the city which
takes pride in its appearance and
attractivéness. A few excerpts
from Mr. Childs' talk follow:

“We are far removed from the
day when the open fire, the pine
knot or the simple torch was the
only means of dispelling darkness.
During the first 18 centuries of the
Christian era mankind made very
little progress in this field.

“Oll lamps represented the acme
of illuminating progress in 1800:
In 1816 the use of gas-as-an il-
luminant was first tried out, and
this continued to be the best form
of artificia] light until Thomas A.
Etison proved that electricity could
be cenverted into’ an illuminating
factor. From 1880 to the present
tim e gcience of illumination has
I ed steadily until today the
incandescent lamp with which we
are familiar is eight times as ef-
ficlent as Thomas A. Edison’s orig-
inal lamp, and gives 160 times as
much light.

“Well lighted streets insure pro-
tection,” facilitate traffic and create
a’ general freedom from unpleasant
nocturnal activities. A city’s prog-
ress is marked by its’ buildings,
streets and parks, -all of which
must be adequately lighted in or-
der to extend their value into the

night.
