Until the scientific world

The builders of the Sacred Pyra­ 
mid of Glzeh, having been spon­ 
taneously endowed with a greater 
understanding of the science which 
treats.. of the constitution of the 
whole system of worlds, and of the 
earth, as part of the universe, 
huildrd with a clear spiritual visipn 
of the final goal and consumma­ 
tion. We, therefore, find embodied 
in (his. glorious history in stone, 
not only Indubitable chronological 
information, but correspondingly 
reliable data relative to that which 
will hereafter be.

While pyramidal events have 
been arranged in historical se­ 
quence, Egyptologists are not in 
absolute accord, as to the age of 
the Great Pyramid. This differ­ 
ence of opinion is partly brought 
about by a delay of approximately 
fifty seconds each year, in the de­ 
scent of the stars below the hori­ 
zon. Taking into consideration this 
annual loss In time, between the 
rising and setting intervals, 25,868' 
years is required to complete an 
astronomical cycle, and bring back 
the rising and setting time to the 
point of beginning.

When the Great Pyramid was 
completed, the then pole star Dra- 
conis, was at the lowest point in 
the meridian, and the Pleiades, es­ 
pecially Alcyone, in the "center of 
the cluster, were at the highest 
point In the meridian above, and 
as the grand entrance pointed to 
this group of heavenly bodies when 
the building was completed, the 
astronomical question involved is 
that of determining whether the!

earth is, at the present time, at th 
end of the first cycle, or beginning 
of the second. In the first Instance 
the Great Pyramid would be ap 
proxlmately 30,000 years old, and 
in the second about 4000.

The age of the massive structure 
is not, however, of such vital in 
terest to humanity, as is its his­ 
tory of past, present and future 
generations of men, and our dis-
