‘Are Women Poor Drivers? 1f So, Men‘Afé To Blame|

about women drivers aren't funny!

He's 8 man in a position to
know, too, for he s c W,
Churchill, general sales manager of
the Bmck,@lotor Company. In Mr.
Churchill's ~opinijon, the numerous
variations of the yarn based on a
woman's probable intentions, when
she puts out her hand while driv-
ing, are only so many reflections
on the male sex itself-—reflections
which men themselves should and
eventually will resent.

“if men would only stop to anal-
yze the thing,” said Mr. Churchill,
“they would see that every such
joke 18 a boomerang. If woman's
indecisiveness when driving is 80

pronounced as to ingpire joking,
men themselves are mostly to
blame.

“Men have destroyed women's
confidence, and loss ot confidence,
more than any other factor, ac-
counts for hesitant or eccentric
manipulation of mdtor cars. +Every
time a man attempts to discredit
the driving of women &8 a class, he
is taking an even harder wallop at
the men folks, whose impatience is
largely responsible for whatever

“Almost eyeryone can think of
some few women whom le exempts
from the . category of unskilled
drivers, Among my own acquaint-
ances, at least, the thing works
out according to a fairly definite
rule. The best women drivers I
know—drivers as. sure of them-
selves and as expert In emergencles
as any man—are-those who have
no men. folks about. And the next
best are wives who have cars of
their own.

“Such a woman never has to
wheedle, or cajole to get the fam-
fly car for the afternoon. No dread
of a ®colding hgngs over her, to
affect. her driving skill She may
even exerclge man's prerogative of
getting into"an occasional, friendly
crash; if she feels like it, without
‘making explanations to her lord or

being' upbraided for her presumed |

Driving au-
tomatic with her, just as it does
with men. :

“Almpst every community has
at least one family in which the
situation 1s rveversed. The wile
*wears the (trousers,’ and the hus-
band is the meek and submissive
partner. Such a husband, if per-
mitted to drive at all, is likely to
exhibit the very fauits of which
men complain in women.' But his
friends don't blame him. They
say: ‘The poor fellow is afraid to
call his soul his own.

try patience, Mr. Churchill  be-
lieves.

“Most men are somewhat me-
chanical-minded,” he sald. “Before
they have been driving long they
know exactly what Is taking place
in their car when gears are shifted
or brakes applied. The knowledge
makes them better drivers. And it
comes so0 naturally to them that
they are inclined to be impatient
with persons to whom it does not.

“Women do not as a rule under-
stand mechanlcal things so readily
as men. It is no reflection upon
them that they do not. They have
had more important responsibilities
than driving automobiles. Han-
dling a car In tratfic could scarce-
ly be ‘second nature’ to the aver-
age woman, morce than the
fine points of housework could be
50 to the average man.

“Women are only now arriving
on terms of equality with men,
learning to do the things which
men have been doing for years.
Jreed of the handicap of criticism,
they can pick up the knack of
driving readily enough. The trou-
ble is that few wives, even in fam-
ilies  otherwise entirely congenial,
permitted to drive without
feeling that’ they are under con-
stant. and critical suveilance. Men
fill them with doubt and then
blame them ror reacting in the
only way they could possibly react
to such treatment.”

Mr. Churchill told of a newly
married friend whose bride very
timidly broke the news that she
had scratched their car. The hus-
band asked her, “Well, what of it?”
“Why, aren't you gofng to scold
me?" she. demanded incredulously.
»I thought husbands always did
hat.”

Women drivers as a class have
several points of superiority over
men, in Mr. Churchill's opinion.

“wihey are far less liable to the
sort of accidents which result from
cocksure driving, imposing- on oth-
er ‘'motorists,” or ignoring signals,”
he said. “And they will: become
still better drivers as soon us men
give them a chance.

“At the bottom of the whole
thing is fear. A long time before
the first automobile, Job in ore of
his afflictions’ walled, ‘The thing
which 1 greatly feared "has come
upon me' Wives should be en-
couraged to use the family car, not
filled with all sorts of forebodings
about what may happen to them if
they try to drive. Replace, hesi-
tancy with confidence .and you
transform a poor driver into a
good one. "

“Phe wisest man I know, in ‘these
matters, chose a unique way of
teaching his wife to drive. He

showed her the controls., sketched
e

the rules of the road, and made her
take the car out alone several
times. When she had gained con-
fidence, he went out with her.
