Three Cent Tax 
Levy for Needs 

of Water Dist.
Final Report on Route for

Great System Will Be
Made in November

Needs of The Metropolitan 

Water District for the current fis­ 

cal year will be met by a lax levy 

of only three cents on $100 of 

assessed valuation, according to a 
ri-purt of the finance committee" 
adopted yesterday at. the regular 
meeting of the Board of Dlrecioift 
of the District. The assessed val­ 
uation of property in the District 
In the coming year will he $2.184,- 
243.67fi, It was stated.

The report was submitted by the 
finance committee. Commenting on 
the report. W. P. Whltsett. chair­ 
man of the District's board of 
directors, said that although the' 
District was authorized by law to 
levy a tax of 5 cents on $100 of 
assessed valuation, the directors 
have adopted a policy of reducing 
the amount of the taxes to the 
absolute minimum.-

Rate Is Lowered
"The need of Southern Califor­ 

nia for water Is so vital and ur­ 
gent," he declared, "that every 
effort Is being made to advance 
the work of the Colorado River 
Aqueduct project.
