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DEED RESTRICTIONS FOREVER 
PROHIBIT LIQUOR SflLES OR
Regardless of Repeal of Local or State Dry Laws, Original

Torrance Tract Will Remain Dry
Perpetually

Saloons, distilleries, and breweries, are FOREVER 
BARRED from operation within the "old city" of Tor­ 
rance, regardless of the repeal of the 18th amendment, the 
repeal of the Wright Act or the repeal of city or county 
dry law ordinances. A restriction placed in the deeds of all 
property within the original Torrance Tract reads: 

"There shall not be erected, permitted, maintained 
nor carried on upon said property or any part thereof: 
 Any place for the sale or manufacture of spirituous 
or intoxicating liquors; any sale of spirituous or intoxi- 

I \ eating liquors; any storage of spirituous and intoxicat- 
V ing liquors for the purpose of sale; PROVIDED, HOW­ 

EVER, that alcohol and liquids containing alcohol for 
use in medicine, arts, or in manufacture may be stored 
and sold by a licensed druggist holding written per­ 
mission from the Company (Dominguez Land Corpora­ 
tion) for such storage and sale, or may be purchased 
by a manufacturer for use in manufacturing. A breach 
of the foregoing condition shall cause the title to prop­ 
erty on which the breach occurs to revert to the Com­ 
pany, its successors or assigns, with the right of im­ 
mediate re-entry."

The above restriction Is part of*-                        
the Declaration of the Domtnsuez 
I*and Corporation, and made a 
condition of sale on every piece of 
property sold by the company 
within the original Torrance Tract. 
Other reotrlcttons set forth In the 
Declaration expired on January.i, 
10i5. except the liquor restriction 
THilch is perpetual: The exact 
\Vm-dlng of the Declaration helnfr 
In part as follows:

"All of tho restrictions, con­ 

ditions, covsnants, charges and 

agreements contained horsin 

shall run with the land, and, 

except th* Liquor Restrictions 

in Subdivision Eight, which 

shall bo PERPETUAL, ..... 

 hall continue until January 

1st, 1925."

The original Torrance Tract ex­ 

tends as far west as Cedar street, 

north to the Pacific Electric shops, 
and east to Western avenue, 

 yond these limits there are no 
deed-restrictions, so far as known 

nt present, as the Declaration of 

the. Dominguez I^ind Corporation 

does not affect annexed terrtto
Since the repeal-of the Wright 

Act, there has been consider! 
agitation locally for the repeal 
Torrance's city ordinance No. 
which Is* practically synonynr 
with the Wright Act and was 
acted so that local liquor viola­ 
tions could be tried under a 1 
ordinance and the fines collected 
by the city Instead of being paid 
to the state. Torrance voted ove 
two-to-one for tho repeal of th< 
Wright Act, and many local citi­ 
zens feel that this big majority 
against prohibition enforcement li 
indicative of a desire on the par 
of a majority of Torrance voters 
for the repeal of the city's dry 
law, also.

Liquor Status
The repeal of the Wright 

will become effective about 
cember 22, being .seven days afte 
the vote is certified by the secre 
tary of state. Should the clt 
council repeal the local dry ordl 
nance, enforcement would be up t 
federal authorities, who have statec 
that they are not interested 
minor violations such as "ho 
brewers" or domestic wine maker* 

But regardless of what actlo 
the city council may take, 
whether the Volstead Act 
amended by congress to permit th 
manufacture and sale of 
and light wines, or Indeed regard 
less of the possible repeal of th 
18th amendment, saloons, distil 
erlen and commercial bre» 
will FOREVER BE PROHIBITS! 
within the confines of the orlglna 
city of Torrance. Under the term 
of the Declaration, groceries, res 
taurunts, hotels, or other retain 
will not be permitted to 
liquors; and drug stores will b 
limited in llnuor sales to 
for medicinal purposes, only.
