Engineer Satisfied
In'Outfall Sewer Right of Way

Coniplete  satisfaction in  the
damage award made for the right-
of-way to be obtained for con-
structing. the White'ss Point out-
fall sewer, which will serve Tor-
rance, Lomita, Palos Verdes Hills,
Harbor City, Gardena, Compton,
Lynwood, South Gate, Cudahy,
Bell, Maywood, Huntington Park,
Montebello and the Belvedere sec-
tion, was expressed today by A.
K. Warren, chief engineer of the
county sanitation districts.

The awards, totaling but $14,203,
were made, to the Sepulveda Land
Company, Roman Sepulveda, own-
er of the company; Louis Sepul-
veda, manager, and to the Averill
estate.

The Sepulvedas, owners of the
Palos Verdes hills through which
the 20-foot right-of-way is to be
acquired, are to receive $13,401 of
the amount—$600 damages for one
parcel, $7500 for another upon
whic¢h stands a small restauramit,
pler; garden and trees, with $3500
for damages’ to the remainder of
the parcel, and $1800 for a tem-
porary easement in construgting a
roadway across a third parcel, to
be used during construction of the
outfall project.
