A request for $2400 of Re­ 
construction Finance Corpor­ 
ation funds for the relief of 
unemployed in Torrance was 
made in a resolution adopted ,
at a special meeting of the Tor­ 
rance city council Tuesday after­ 
noon this week. The meeting was 
celled by Mayor Kinsman In an 
effort to obtain a share of the 
(998,000 fund recently allotted the 
state by R. P. C. 

Mayor Klusman . explained that 
the million dollar federal appro­ 
priation for unemployed relief in 
the state would be spent by five 
counties, of which Los Angeles Is 
one; and that the resolution adopt­ 
ed by tho city council wiis required 
In order that Torrance may get a 
share of the federal money. If 
tho funds are provided, they will 
provide 750 man days labor at 
13.50 per day. City Engineer Leon­ 
ard stated. Leonard recommended 
that the appropriation be used for 
grading Eldorado and Fern avenue 
leading to tho Fern street school, 
end Lincoln. Santa Ke and Cabrlllo 
avenues bordering on the new 
municipal park. 

Mayor Klusman explained that 
if the $2400 appropriation Is re­ 
ceived, that according to federal 
statutes, It cannot be repaid by 
("Jroct taxes, but must bo refunded 
by sales taxes, tolls, or other forms 
of Indirect taxes as provided In 
the Swing bill.

When the new school semester 
begins next Monday, February 6. 
all children of the elementary 
grades up to and Including the A-6 
grade who reside within the new 
boundaries laid out for the Fern 
avenue school, will be expected to 
attend that school, announces 
Principal Guy Holliduy today. 

"With th<^ exception of the 
present B-« grade, which after 
next Monday will become the A-6 
grade, all pupils residing .
