Complete standardized hespital sérvice at fees the
public can afford to pay will be the keynote of the 7th
annual convention of the Western Hospital Association to
be held in Long Beach, -Californin, February 22-26, in-
clustve.

T rouble Sheoters
Meet Black Widow

For cxperiences on life at sea, go to the Old Salt.

And for first hand information about the famous Black
Widow spider who reposes slyly beneath many a house—
consult the telephone finstaller. The widow is an old
acquaintance of the telephone boys, who spend as much
time crawling beneath the floors of buildings as any
group of workmen one can point out. Yet, there has been
only one reported case of a bite of this spider in the
telephone ranks. The main reasons seem to be that the
installers hit first, and that the bug is not as dangerous
as some think. .

Although they do not pose as medical or ctomology
| authorities, the installation men have furnished some in-
teresting information about this spider, according to
George G. Draper, manager of the Southern California
Telephone Company. He said the men give you a story
like this:

“Black Widows are not
easflly recognize them. Wirst, they are usually found 'in a
shaft of light. They spin their webs there to attract theic
insect bill-of-fare.. The web itself is a warning. Unlike
other splders, the blick widow has an ugly tangled up
affair, without a pattern. We nearly always meet the
‘eritter’ as we first go under, the house, at the opening
where the gas meter is located.

that stands out as blg as a railroad light to us. It's the
perfectly outlined, red-colored hour glass on the underside
of her jet black body. It is a signal for us to begin to
swat,

“The Black Widow should enter track meets. She is
a good jumper, and will jump at us oceasionally. In the
early morning when it's covl, the spider is more difficult
to see, but as the heat of the day increases, her web
extends down lower, leaving the widow suspended, with
her hour glass danger signal dangling before our eyes,

“some folks think the Black Widow lives in just the
old parts ‘of ‘town, but I was under a brand new house
today, installing a main line and two extension tele-
phones, and the widow had beat me there, 2

“How do we kill ‘em? Well, we fellows in this dis-
trict take a stick or the handle of a hammer and wind
them up in the web. They become entangled casily.
Then we either kill them, or put them in a milk bottle
for display purposes at installation headquarters. The
Black Widow ls interesting to watch. She cats up her
husband."”

The manager added that this particular spider is not
the only one met by the telephone installer during his
daily trips beneath houses. In the hilly residential sec-
tions, Hollywood for instance, tarantulas are common, but
less fenred by the telephone men than the Black Widow.
Another installer interviewed sald: it

“Before termites got o popular our job w% more
difficult than at present, The termites have made our
life easier by causing people to clean up the debris be-
neath their buildings. We often see termite tunnels, and
on one occasion we captured and” furnished a complete
colony in a tin can for laboratory purposes of the Uni-
versity of Southern California,

“We meet up with cate, rabbits, snakes, glass, plaster,
boards with nalls sticking out of them and also hidden
booze beneath houses, but I guess that's another story.”

Telephone Company @doctors state that the physical
condition of the person bitten by the Dlack Widow seems
to make consideralile difference in regard to the seripus-
ness of the case. All installers carry first ald equipment
In their ears. Authorities say that the Black Widow
spider i not an object which should put deathly fear
into people, but that persons who work beneath housés
whould be.wary—espegially when they first "go under.”
