Auto Owners
Fail To Heed

Clearance Law

Failure to' Secure Assessor's
:  Stamp Due to Cause
' Trouble In January

SACRAMENTO.—The new state
law requiring motorists to secure
tax clearances from their local city
ind county assessors before apply-
ing for transfers or registration
anparently has made- little impres-
sion on Californians. §

Despite the fact that the law |
became effective last March, Rus-
sell Bevans, ‘registrar of the de-
partment of motor vehicles, re-
ported today that more than half
the applications received for trans-
fers lack the necesSary tax clear-
ances.

Bevans sald the department re-
ceived .an average of 600 transfer
applications  dally. One half of
these, or 3800, do mot have ‘the
clearances of the assessors stamped
on the back of the registration
certificate as required by law.

In view of this apparent indir-
ference on the part of the motor
vehicle owners Bevans anticipates
a great deal of trouble when the
annual - renewal - period starts
January 1st,

When applications for transfer
or registration are received with-
out the clearances showing the tax
has be€n paid the department has
only one ulternative and that is to
send them back to the owner with
the request that the clearances be
made™’

The purpose of he law is to pre-

vent evasion ol taxes on ‘motor
vehicles.

Be warned  motor  vehigle

license plates are sought next year,
