Authority to extend the so- 
called Han Kernamlo plan of treat- 
Ing Indigent sick to every com­ 
munity throughout the 'county 
with the exception of downtown 
Los Angeles and Alhambra, today 
awaited merely the signing of an 
order by Earl Jensen, superinten­ 
dent of charities.

Tile plan has been worked out 
by Arthur J. Will, deputy assist­ 
ant superintendent of charities, 11 
was learned today at the Hall of 
Records. Approval of the board 
of supervisors to make the plan 
county-wide Is not necessary, It 
was explained.

Under the plan, persons In need 
of medical attention would contact 
their district relief office and be 
directed to the social service 
wo'rker at the nearest district 
health center. If investigation sub­ 
stantiated need of treatment and 
inability to pay a private doctor, 
the person In need would be given 
an order for five visits. Additional 
visits would require a new author­ 
ization.

The downtown Los Angeles dis­ 
trict Is served directly by the.Gen-- 
cral hospital, while Alhambra resi­ 
dents are strongly opposed to tjie 
plan, and have expressed this to 
the board of supervisors.
