The idea that .roses' should bhe
severely pruned back each year
and that they should be dried out
each summer is a mistaken one.
Mr. Pleters belleves it comes from
the practice of hothouse rose
growers who do- this for market
reasons, then when the new crop
of long stemmed high priced roscs
have been sold along about Christ-
mas time and half or more of
the bushes die they are thrown
out and new ones put In thelr
