President Roosevelt has ^igned the application of, the 
City of'.Torrance approving.-a $54,595 grant by the Public 
Works Administration for the construction of the new-city 
hall, municipal auditorium and -public'library.- This infor­ 
mation reached the Herald yesterday frdm a ,thoroughly 
reliable source, high in administrative circles at Washing-

  ton. Official .announcement by. Secretary Ickes'.is antici.- 
pated as ebon; as the routine procedure pf.. "cheeking" the 
award has'been made by'Comptroller General McCarl,

It was also learned by the Herald'-that the  Torrarice- 
award was singled out from the long 'list of projects in­ 
cluding many, school districts, which expect to receive 
giants in the. ,re-allocation of the $.26,000,000 PWA fund 
set aside for Los Angeles county. However, only the Tor­ 
rance application, as yet, has been, signed, hy President 
Roosevelt; it was stated,  

  ' ; As soon as the official announcement is made, the 
Torrance city council is ^prepared to -accept bids for the 
«Me of ,$85,009 njunicipal -bonds voted recently'to defray 
the city's portion of the cpfet of the three buildings. Ten­

With' the PWA award assured, important .decisions 
relative to the three'new building* .will, be made during 
the coming few days by!the city council. The location of 
the Jibrary and auditorium must lie 'decided. What curtail*- 
ments will' be necessary in the present plans for including 
a new jail building, garages and paving at the city hall 
site in order to come within- the funds available must be

-determined. And finally the sale of the bonds and award
-of construction:'contracts must, be consummated, However, 
all the' important legal steps necessary to begin mimediate 
erection of the three new buildings-have been taken,.and 
as-soon'as .a few differences, in opinion can be ironed out, 
everything is' ready to go ahead with actual construction
