Short-legged blocky type with 
well-rounded body rather than 
the long-legged rangy type is 
the best for table use.

Fine grained, soft, light-col­ 
ored meat, somewhat like fillet 
of fish, bespeaks tender meat.

Mlllt-fnd fowls arc whlte-flcshrd. 
Corn-fed are ypllow-fleshed.

Velvet-like skin marks fin 
quality. The skin should not 
torn -or scuffed from pick! 
nor discolored from rough ha 
ling or improper cooling 
the bird has not been well bled/ 
tho skin will be reddened and 
blue clots of blood will show 
through the neck skin.
