1 teaspoon lemon extract
2 tablespoons sugar
Blend cornstarch with a llttl 

milk, and stir in remaining milk 
Add egg yolks mixed with 
sugar. Heat over boiling water; 
when hot, add-rice and stir care 
fully until it begins to thicken 
Remove from heat and add ex­ 
tract. Beat egg Whites stiff and 
fold in two tablespoons sugar. 
Place pudding in greased bak­ 
ing dish, cover with meringue 
and bake in slow oven (300 de­ 
grees) until nicely browned.
