I know lots of people 
did drown, lots'died from heart 
attacks and some were not seen 
to pick up ... I'm not trying

Home people think this Is 
the end of the world and the 
time has come but I don't think 
BO. Louisville can't have all the 
sunshine and it has been a 
bright spot on the map for 
years. However, if this flood 
starts to be a frequent acour- 
ranee, I guess people will be 
moving out. Altho It hasn't 
hit us yet, I would hate to be 
In the town with all this sor­ 
row again.
