Unpaid taxes in the city of 
Torrance thi.s year amount to 
but 6.1 percent of the levy for 
the current year, as compared 
with 7 percent last year, accord­ 
ing to figures compiled this 
week by the county auditor's 
office, on the basis of tax col­ 
lections received by County Tax 
Collector H. L. Byram. • 

In the Los Angeles city high 
school district, .unpaid taxes 
amount to but 5.51 percent this 
year, as compared with 6.60 per­ 
cent a year ago, and 10.24 per­ 
cent two years ago. In the Los 
Angelea city, elementary district, 
the tax dejinquency this year 
amounts to but 5.35 percent this 
year, as compared with 6.41 per­ 
cent last year, and 10.1 percent 
two years ago. 

Other Cities Higher 
Torrance has no municipal 

improvement districts or any 
city acquisition and improve­ 
ment districts, as nave a num­ 
ber of other cities, particularly 
Hawthorne on the north, where 
18.01 percent of this year's mu­ 
nicipal levy was unpaid. In Gar- 
dena, sister city on the north, 
9.84 pel-cent of this year's tax 
levy was unpaid. 

In Redondo Beach, this year's 
tax delinquency is given as 7.27 
percent, showing Torrance to be 
in a more favorable position 
than any of them. In Ingle- 
wood, farther to the north, the 
unpaid municipal taxes amount­ 
ed to 8.B2 percent this year. 
Long Beach, second largest city 
In the county, collected all but 
5.6 percent of its levy this year. 
Compton, to the northeast, re­ 
ported 11.22 percent unpaid. 

Hermosa Beach reported 8.12 
percent of its levy unpaid this 
year, while Manhattan Beach re­ 
ported 0.2 percent unpaid. El 
Segundo, where the Standard 
Oil company has its huge re­ 
finery and pays the bulk of Its 
taxes In December, collected all 
but 1.01 percent of the levy for 
the current year.
