"The ex­ 
pansion is continuing and this 
year should break that record 
because we have added, nine 
more so far this month."

There are 1,427 ^vafer outlets 
In Torrance now as compared to 
1,265 when Stanger took over 
the direction of the department 
March 1, 1037. Total income for 
1937-28 was $57,467.31 as com- 

.' pared to $52,526.55 the previous 
year. Water collections last year 
amounted to $46,693.97 as against 
$49,106.07 for 1936-37. 

Those figures show that the 
water department js "big busi­ 
ness" and yet the local water 
rate is one of the lowest in the 
county. The consumers  and 
there were 10,735 of them in 
1937-38--are paying the water 
bond interest charges which 
amount to $16,920 a year while 
the bond redemption fund Is be­
ing raised by general "district 
taxation. The bonds will start 
being redeemed in 1941. 

Included in the 16,735 consum­ 
ers served by the municipal sys­ 
tem last year were 15,996 do­ 
mestic, 526 industrial and 213 
irrigation outlets. Ill 1930-37 
there were 15,759 domestic, 517 
industrial and 246 Irrigation con­ 
sumers or a total of 16,232.
