Sixty two years of age, tall 
and of commanding presence, 
the white-haired executive 
was born Nov. 7, 1876, on a 
farm in Utah. His mother 
was descended from Rufus 
King, Massachusetts delegate 
to the Constitutional conven­ 
tion which framed the con­ 
stitution.
