British Women
¢Join Land Army

LONDON (U.P.)--A women's
land army, the members of which
will be ready to take up farm
work as a full-time occupation
in time of war, is to be recruit-
ed in England.

The ministry of agriculture,
making the announcement, point-
ed out that, in the event of war,
work on the land would be a
form of national service of great
importance to the country.

Additional workers will be re-
quired not only to replace agri-
cultural workers who may have
to join the defense forces but to
provide additional labor that will
be needed if England is to in-
crease the production of food
from its soil.

Should there be a war, the
women's Innd army would be or-
ganized in a similar way to the
women's land army in the last
war under the control of a wom-
'n's branch of the ministry of
agriculture,

Women's committees would be
set up in every county to assist
in the recruiting and placing of
members on farms. The chair-
men of these committees have
been selected and arrangements
have been made for the selection
of other members.

The women’s land army is in-
tended to be primarily a' mobile
force, consisting of women who
are ready to undertake all kinds
of farm work in any part of the
country in the event of war.

It is probable that most of the
members, whether mobile or local,
would be employed and paid by
individual farmers, though some
of the mobile force might be or-
ganized into traveling crews for
hay and corn harvests, potato
picking and similar operations,

The members would wear uni.
forms, and the organization?
would supervise their lodging ar-
ranm»monu and general welfare.

TREE OF LIBERTY by Eliza-
beth Page: The author has trans-
lated what is perhaps the least
understood half-century of qur
American history into fiction, the
period during whicn the Colonies
moved from unrest thru Revo-
lution and trials into nationhood
(1754-1808). That period is sym-
bolized by the sturdy little Pine
tree surrounded with the circle
of 13 stars, which gives the book
its title. The story is centered
in the life of Mathew Howard,
born a Blue Ridge frontiersman,
life-long friend of Thomas Jef-
ferson, and his wife, Jane Pey-
ton, daughter of one of the
great families of Virginia. These
lives touch all those who are to
us the great names of the young
republic.

1t i€ most illuminating to ob-
serve that in what is now con-
sidered a glorious era, the future
of the republic, even of civiliza-
tion was despaired of by the
“best people.” Legends about
present day Russia and fear of
