Leasing of a fleet of fast auto-
mobiles for radic patrol service
in unincorporated territory is
being considered by the county
mechanical department, it’
learned today. If savings carr He
effected, the plan may be ex-
tended to other departments.
The cars offered the county
are more powerful than the pres-
ent radio patrol cars, which now
have 95-horsepower engines in-
stead of 85-horsepower as regu-
larly equipped. The larger en-
gines have been found to last
longer, and give greater speed
to “the law.”

New automobiles would be fur-
nished at the end of 30,000 miles
of service, and the company that
has made the offer asks about
27 cents a mile. The county
