OSTMASTER Earl Conner has

one big objective: He wants
to elevate his Torrance postof-
fice to first-class rating.

Now a second-class Federal
institution, the postoffice was
hit earlier this year by the re-
cession  with the result that
Conner’s expectations of realiz-
ing his objective were somewhat
dampened.

Postal receipts for the last four
months-=-to Sept. 1-—totaled $12,-
319.93 as compared to $11,445.33
for the same period in 1937, ac-
cording to the latest report com-
piled by Postmaster Conner.

Has Force of 16

A postoffice must do $44,000
worth of business a year to
obtain first-class rating. Last
vear's total receipts were $40,-
700.80 as against only $33,080.33
in 1936. As far as physical
equipment is concerned, the Tor-
rance office is ready at any time
to step upward to the higher
bracket,

It is housed iw a commodious
Federal building completed at a
cost of $52,280 in 1935. This
structure is a far cry from the
cubbyhole office where the mail
was received and handed out
by the city’'s first postmaster,
Herman Burmaster, in 1918. Sec-
ond Torrance resident to be
postmaster here was Alfred
Gourdier, who served from No-
vember, 1919, until February,
1934, when Conner took office.

The Torrance postoffice ob-
tained second-class rating in
July, 1922, and has had a steady
growth ever since. The local
postal force today includes L. H.
Deininger, assistant postmaster,
four regular clerks, three regu-
lar carriers, one rural carrier,
two substitute earriers, one sub-
stitute clerk, two ecustodians, a
special delivery carrier and a
mail messenger.
