
New Reduced Gas Rate Schedule 
Benefits Customers In This Area

The natural gas bills of Los 
Angeles county customers, of 
Southern California Gas Co., will 
be reduced $430,000 annually, ef­ 
fective Feb. 10, President Carl C. 
Baker of the California Railroad 
Commission announced this 
week.

The new rate schedules effect- 
Ing reductions In domestic and 
commercial schedules were made 
public by Baker. In Tprranceand 
Lomlta, he said, tfie reductions 
begin with those customers us­ 
ing 3,000 cubic f««t of gas a 
month.

"The customers of the com­ 
pany In this city, particularly 
those who use but small quanti­

ties of gas, have enjoyed a 1> 
rate for many years," said Bak 
"This Is emphatically true 
comparison with other arei 
served bv this company. In vl 
of such condition, and In accord 
ance with the Commission's Ion 
range policy to equalize rates 
cities with similar character! 
tics, and also, to eliminate u 
fairness 1n rates schedules, t 
Individual reductions In this clt 
are relatively small.

C.C.C. TO HOLD 
ENROLLMENT 
FEB. 18-28

For the past seven years Civ 
Ulan Conservation Corps enroll 
ments have been conducted dur 
ing January, April, July and Oc-

, tobcr. Because in many instances 
youths complete schooling or 
lose employment directly after 
the close of one enrollment per­ 
iod and then have to wait from

I one to two months for a new 
period, It has been deemed ad 
visable to Hold four supplemen­ 
tary enrollments. The intermedi­ 
ate enrollments will be held in 
February, May, August and No 
vember, and naturaljy will be of 
short duration (10 days). The 
first one will be held this month 
Feb. 18 to 28, Inclusive.

Under the. new Federally ap 
proved and Federally financed 
educational and vocational train­ 
ing program designed to meet 
the needs of Industry and the 
Defense Program, It la planned 
to have 25 special training 
schools in CCC camps in Cali­ 
fornia, and a number of them al­ 
ready are in operation.

The new plan calls for all 
CCC selectees to be enrolled in 
the normal manner and assigned 
ti> caraj), _ At the conclusion of 
the first 90 days' service, the 
Educational Committee in each 
camp will review the progress 
made by each enrollee. Those 
who have shown by their effort 
that they are serious   minded, 
desire to advance, and wish to 
learn something of lasting value, 
will be reassigned to the camp 
maintaining the school that pro­ 
vides the special training for 
which the Individual enrollee 
seems best suited and is capable 
of assimilating. Those enrollees 
who complete the training will 
then be assigned by the Depart­ 
ment of Employment to open­ 
ings as they develop.

This Is the most Intensive and 
complete training program ever 
attempted by CCC, and any 
young 'man, unemployed, a citi­ 
zen of the United States, and 
betw'een 17 and 23 years of age 
can secure further information 
by calling oh Clark Marshall, 
who is County Selecting agent, 
located at 701 East Jefferson 
boulevard, Los Angeles.

955,952 largest in the state's 
history. ;

In addition, 34,310 motor ve­ 
hicles were registered by the 
state, cities, counties, other po­ 
litical subdivisions and publli 
service corporations withoui 
payment of license fees, giving 
a grand total of 2,990,262 for all 
vehicles registered.

This represented a gain ol 
182,689 vehicles or 6.6 per cenl 
over the 1939 total. The national 
defense program and Its 
companylng wave of prosperity 
which stimulated the buying of 
automobiles was held an impor 
tant factor in producing the,in 
crease.
