From Washington comes the re­ 
port that the Columbia pro­ 
posal calls for additional coke 
ovens, blast furnaces, open- 
hearth plant, bloom and slab 
mill, sheet bar mill, jobbing and 
sheet mill, plate mills and a 
steel foundry to be constructed 
at Provo, Utah, at a cost of 
$87,200,000; additional open 

. hearth furnaces and noil ing 
mills at the Torrance plant, and 
additional open hearth furnaces, 
blooming mill, billet mill and 
merchant mill at Pittsburg, 

I Calif., to cost $5,250,000. 
Until final arrangements are 

completed, there will be no' an­ 
nouncement of the expansion 
project by Columbia Steel of- 

i flclals, It was learned this week. 
At the local plant, inquiries con­ 
cerning the proposal must   be 
answered from the San Fran­ 
cisco main office of the com­ 
pany. However, Washington re­ 
ports state that Columbia, un­ 
der the proposal, would finance 
10 per cent of the expansion 
program with the government 
putting up the cash for the 
balance. 

Columbia Steel here now ope­ 
rates four open hearth furnaces 
and extensive rolling mill equip­ 
ment at full capacity with more 
than 1,600 men employed. It 
has been estimated that expan­ 
sion of the local plant, as pro­ 
posed to OPM, would Increase 
the ' Torrance pay roll by ap­ 
proximately 1,000 men, however, 
local officials of the company 
would not comment on this or 
other factors In the Washington 
report.

School Budget 
Hits New High
iDespite Pleas
i      Picas of hard-pressed tax 
payers and the condemnation o 
Its- own president failed to Stop 
the Los Angeles board of edu 
pation Monday night .from sky 
rocketing the school tax levy tc 
approximately $2 for each $10( 
assessed valuation. Six mem 
bcrs of the board approved a 
revised tentative school budget 
of a staggering $45,206,327 for 
1941-42. The proponed fiscal 
plan is unequalled in the rec­ 
ords of the Los Angeles school 
system and it was fought by 
Board President Dr. E. Vincent 
Askey and a dozen organiza­ 
tions Including the Harbor Dis­ 
trict Chambers of Commerce. 

Superintendent Vierling Ker­ 
sey submitted the revised bud­ 
get totaling $643,299 more than 
the original $44,594,728 plan In 
the. afternoon. This started the 
heated protests which were cli­ 
maxed by Dr. Askcy's strong 
condemnation of huge spending 
program. 

 Among the increases author­ 
ized by six out of seven mem­ 
bers In the face of determined 
opposition were: Additional 
teacher salaries, $400,962 (in­ 
cluding a $330j200 additional 
step for elementary instructors); 
rcclasslficatlon of classified per­ 
sonnel, $12,771; retention of 27 
junior college . probationary 
teachers, $80,'00p; new buildings, 
$259,700; out - of   school   youth 
defense program, $45,000; junior 
college summer session, $19,200, 
and minor items, $1,750. 

Entitled to 'Degree' 
Reductions effected include 

$207,784 saved by not filling cer­ 
tain teaching positions, vacated 
by retirement and $31,700 
slashed from the fund for Jun­ 
ior college probationary em­ 
ployments. 

Sole board opposition to the 
staggering budget was voiced 
by Dr. Askcy, who bluntly 
ascribed salary boosts to "per­ 
verted pathos" factors arid the

This question is now being 
asked by many Torrance voters 
In response to .this Inquiry 
Charles Mitschrich. chairman o 
the Recall Committee, issued the 
following statement today: 

"In view of the fact tha 
nearly a thousand voters slgnei 
the recall petitions and at least 
another thousand Indicated their 

.willingness to vote for -removal 
of CouncUmen Powell, Babcock 
and Murray, it seems a certain 
ty that there will be three va­ 
cancies on the city council after 
,tha recall election,.. 

"Members of the Recall Com­ 
mittee want it distinctly under­ 
stood that none of us who have 
been working in the campaign 
to remove Councilmen Powell, 
Murray and Babcock from office 
is a candidate for any office, 

'either elective or appointive. 
Our sole aim in this campaign 
s to place men or women oh 
:hc city council who are- honest, 
capable and progressive. W<r 
want a harmonious city council 
whose members will work to­ 
gether for betterment of this 
city and who are alert to the 
vast opportunities now at hand 
n the National Defense pro­ 
gram for expansion of our in- 
iustries and increased housing 
facilities that must be provided
o house thousands of addition­ 

al- workers and their families 
who will be employed here. 

Plan Embraces Whole City 
"The Recall Committee has no 

candidates at present in mind, 
and does not propose to select 
any ticket. We do, however, 
submit a democratic plan for 
the selection of proper- candi­ 
dates which we believe will be 
satisfactory to all districts wlth- 
n the city. Briefly, the plan is 
his: 

"Residents in each of the 
16 precincts, including North 
Torrance, Hollywood - Riviera 
and Walterla, as well as the 
other 14 precincta in the city, 
will be asked to hold a meet­ 
ing In their district and select 
two representatives from their 
respective district. These 32 
precinct representative*, in 
turn, will hold a caucus and 
recommend three candidates 
of their selection. When 
these three candidates 
are decided upon, all voters 
who desire will be uaked to 
join In tile campaign to elect 
this 'people's ticket.' 
"By this plan, those who be- 

levc In our policies will cast a 
olid vote and there will be no 
(anger of objectionable candl- 
lates being elected by splitting 
he vote of the majority of the 
>eople of Torrance who want a 
lean, honest,   progressive ad­ 

ministration of our municipal 
ffalrs."

July 29   Itvcull election to 
determine whether oouncil- 
nien shall be removed from 
office. Voters will cast bal­ 
lots on each of the three 
coujidlmen, separately^ Ma­ 
jority of vote cast, for or 
against each councilman de­ 
cides his stataw. 

If any or all councUmen 
are recalled, geoond election 
to lill unexplred terms must 
be held within SO dayp after 
recall election. If all three 
are recalled, city clerk calls 
election.

A prepared resolution wag 
read, moved for adoption by 
Murray, seconded by Babcock. 
The vote was 6 to 0 for adop­ 
tion. That was all. No applause, 
not even a comment from the 
audience when it came time for 
oral communications, was heard. 

Perhaps the widely circulated 
report that the Recall Commit­ 
tee, headed by Attorney Charles 
Mltschrlch and Secretary George 
Bumpus, also an attorney, was 

1 prepared to go into court Im­ 
mediately to mandamus the 

| calling of the election if any 
delay was attempted   couple* 
with the clearly defined pro­ 
visions of the State law which 
sets forth a thousand dou^ir 
fine and prison term for ftt#- 
ure to carry out the recall 
statute   may also have had 
some effect. At any rate, the 
reported boast of at least one 
of the rccallecs 'that Injunction 
proceedings would be used to 
postpone the election failed to 
materialize. 

Becallees Put Pressure On 
Actually the petition, as sup­ 

plemented after the original 
checking, contained 783 valid 
signatures   83 more than re­ 
quired for CouncUmen Powell 
and Babcock and 223 more than 
required for Murray. 

Nearly a thousand persons- 
signed the petitions. 771 on the 
original petition and 178 on the 
supplemental. There were ad­ 
ditional signatures obtained but 
they came too late to file. City 
Clerk Bartlett struck off . 132 

j names from the original peti- 
'tlon and 34 from the supple­ 
mental one. While 106 names 
were eliminated from the peti­ 
tions because of Improper pre­ 
cinct numbers, lack of registra­ 
tions, etc., it was pointed out 
that practically all these people 
are now properly registered and 
will be able to vote at the 
election July 29. 

  Prom their activities so far, it 
is Indicated that the three 're- 
callces will utilize every pres­ 
sure method at their disposal 
to keep themselves In office.
