"Air raid warning signal" sha 
mean a signal, by sfron, whistle 
horn or other audible device, o 
two minutes duration conslstln 
of either a fluctuating or warb 
ling signal of varying pitch o 
a succession of intermlttcr 
blasts' of about five second 
duration separated by a sllcn 
period of about three seconds. 

"All clear signal" shall mea 
a continuous signal, by siren 
horn or other audible device, o 
two minutes duration at a rtead 
pitch. 

"Period of air raid .alarm 
Mhall mean the Interval of tim 
between 'the giving of the ai 
raid warning signal and the glv 
Ing of the next succeeding al! 
clear signal. 

"Blackout structure" Bha 
mean any space so enclosed tha 
any illumination maintained o 
existing therein Is not vislbl 
from any point outside such en 
closure. 

SECTION 2. The Chief o 
Police Is hereby authorized an 
directed to cause the soundlhf 
of an air raid warning slgna 
and of an all clear signal when 
and only when, the district in 
which the city IB located i 
notified sc to do by the United 
States Aircraft Warning" Ser 
"ice. 

SECTION 3. Mr} person who 
effects or maintains any lllumi 
nation, or permits any lllumi 
nation under his control .to b 
effected or maintained, at any 
place within the City of Tor 
ranee during any period of al 
raid alarm in the hours of dark 
ness, except within a blackou 
structure, shall be guilty of a 
misdemeanor. 

SECTION 4. The maintenance 
or leaving of any Illumination 
except within a blackout struc 
ture, without provision for its 
extinguishment, within one mln 
Ute after the commencement o 
a period of air raid alarm by a 
competent person over the age 
of eighteen years attendant at

atlon Is controlled, Is hereby 
prohibited. 

In order to en­ 
able the Chief of Police to coivr 
form to the request of theUnltct 
States Aircraft Warning Service 
tor the obscurAUrfri, dlmlhutith 
or extinguishment of any illu­ 
mination, whether in or qut 
of doors, which increases the 
vulnerability of the' City of -Tor- 
ranee, or any portion thereof,

latton of traffic during the period 
of air raid alarm, the Chief of 
Police may adopt and promul-

latlona for such purposes, and 
any rules or regulations BO 
adopted by him shall be and 
remain in effect for thirty ( SO) 
days thereafter, but no longer 
unless approved witlUn said time 
by resolution of the City Council; 
Jrovided, however, that any rule 
or regulation so adopted by the 
2hief of Police may at any time 
be rescinded by resolutldn of 
the City Council. Violation of 
any such rule or regulation so 
adopted and promulgated Is 
hereby declared to .be a mis­ 
demeanor. 

It shall be u n - 
awful to disobey any lawful di-

'leer, highway patrolman, oc 
ireman given during a period

of air raid alarm, which order 
s reasonably necessary for the, 
maintenance, of -public order or 
safety or to effect the cxtin- 
ruishment or obscuration of 
Ight. 

SECTION V. Any hlumlnation 
contrary to the provisions of
