Construction of a 40-mlliloi 
dollar pig Iron and steel rollln 
mill Is expected to start thortl 
on a South Fontana tract o 
more than 1,000 acres about 1 
miles east of Pomona.

War Production Board to th 
Henry J. Kaiser Corporation o 
Oakland. An additional 10 mil 
lion dollars has been allocate 
for development of iron ore an 
coke.

The plant, It Is reported, wi 
employ approximately 500 'me 
when it Is in operation, 120 01 
the blast furnace, 50 on the cok 
oven and 350 at the steel rollln) 
mill.

The plant IF being erected ,a; 
a result of   the government'; 
determination to produce largi 
quantities of steel on the 'Pa 
clflc coast. The Kaiser corpora 
tlon operates the huge magne 
slum plants at San Jose alic 
Las Vegas and several ship 
building yards on the wes 
coast. Kaiser was one of thi 
builders of the Boulder dam.

The' Kaiser Iron and Stee 
Corporatidh, which will operate 
the new plant, will process ore 
from the Iron Chief ore deposit 
In the Eagle mountains--, River­ 
side county, and other deposits 
on the desert north and north­ 
east of San Bernardlno. Utah 
coal is to be used in coke pro­ 
duction.
