LGOS ANGELES.—That the
popuiation of the United States
may become stationary within
the next few decades is the
warning squpded by Dr. Con-
stantine Panunzig, assistant pro:
fessor of sociology on the Los
Angeles campus of the Unjver-
sity of Galifornia.

Our birth rate has dropped
from 20 per thoysand in 1928
to 17 in 1938, In the 1850's it
was 42 per thousand and has
been = deelining steadily. The
causes, says Dr. Papunzio, are
obscure. Immigration cannot be
held r:;pgxl\s’l,:a ;; the decline
was g shed whep immigra-
tign was in fyll tide.

The principal decline in the
rate of increase has been in
city population. The 1940 census
shows that 532 cities hayve ac.
tually lost population. Reasons
for the
growth, Dr. Panunzio states, are
limits to sanitation, communica-
tion, transportation, housing, etc.
An important aspect of the
change, he declares, is that
now 26,6 per cent of the people
are 45 years and over, as com-
pared ‘with only 16 per cent in
1870, “Aging" af the population
affects labor conditions, defense,
copsumer habits, education, pub-
