The two million dollar Hughes- 
Mitchell Processes, Inc., plant 
at 20201 South Normandle ave., 
has been definitely closed and 
a number of its larger units 
have been (or arc under con­ 
tract to be) moved and rebuilt 
at other points to develop pro­ 
ducts in the war program, It 
was announced today bjr R. E. 
Cushman, treasurer . and man­ 
ager of the company.

The statement was made, 
Cushman explained, to correct 
erroneous reports regarding the 
sale of the plant.

"The present majority note-' 
holders, Sears, Roebuck & Co., 
definitely decided to dispose of 
the plant after several attempts 
to reopen the property either 
for the original production of 
oxides of zinc and lead, for pro­ 
duction of low-carbon manga­ 
nese, or for production of alum­ 
na from west coast clay de­ 

posits," Cushman said.

they can. And here millions 
still consider the conflict as 
somebody else's war  one which 
Is being won for us far, far 
away by some other people.

Recently a booklet Issued by 
the federal Office of Facts and

years before Pearl Harbor, Hit­ 
ler propaganda attempted to 
paralyze our thinking to con­ 
vince us the war was none of 
our business; that our two 
oceans would protect us. But 
we are armed with the truth 
and we will crush the tyrant!" 

  Along some lines, our think­ 
ing was pretty well paralyzed 
even before Hitler got In hit,1 
licks.

While the enemy spreads his 
tentacles ever closer, Washing­ 
ton seethes with factional spar­ 
ring for advantage.

One segment of America has 
grown wo accustomed to being 
cared for by the government, 
being told where to go for 
what, being lined up and hand­ 
ed out the gifts of a great 
democracy aiming at social jus­ 
tice and mass equality, that It 
finds It difficult to accept in­ 
dividual responsibility for much 
of anything   certainly nothing 
so colossal as the war effort.

Another segment of America 
has got so used to being told, 
"You just put up the money; a

rest," that It feels If' It can 
just produce the cash, American 
bureaucracy will certainly win 
the war for us all.

Flatly, America Is not yet 
"armed with" the truth," govern­ 
ment pamphlets notwithstand­ 
ing.

Comments. Lt. Gen. Brehon 
Somervell, supply chief, U. S. 
Army: "The public does not 
even now realize what a grim 
task lies ahead. There is entire­ 
ly too much optimism about the 
ease with which we'll win this

ar.
"We've taken a terrific shel­ 

lacking all around the globe. So 
far we've lost a lot of nearly 
everything but our sense of 
unugness and smugness never 
won a war. Every mother's son 
of us has got to get in there 
and pitch!"

Regardless of what rosy pic­ 
tures he'd like to accept, the 
average man might well build 
his war-time philosophy around 
those words. They square with 
the news we know, and they 
square with common sense.

YOUR BABIES WILL BE 'AGED IN THE WOOD' 
Use of Metal In Baby Carriages Is Curtailed
Though it is of small Import to the principals themselves  

fractional Amerleans the babies of the land will soon be abroad 
in carriages largely made of wood.

The War Production Board has issued an order permitting 
continued production of baby carriages but requiring that they 

contain none of the more critical metals and only a minimum of 
iron and steel.

Carriages designed for a young baby may not contain more 
than six pounds of Iron and steel. These carriages ordinarily 
contain 30 to 40 pounds of metal, mostly steel.

The stroller type of carriage, Intended for an older baby, 
cannot contain more than three pounds of iron and steel, and 
the "baby walker," designed for the .sprout who wants to get 
around under his own power, may not contain aay Iron or steel 
except in joining hardware.

ELECTION
QUASHED

Abruptly setting aside Cov. 
Olson's special election proc­ 
lamation, Judge Emmet H. 
Wilson granted a permanent 
writ of mandate and re­ 
straining order Tuesday com­ 
pelling Michael J. Donoghue, 
registrar of voters, to cancel 
the election which had been 
set for Aug. 25, the same 
date as the regular August 
primary. -

The action by the Superior 
Court judge marked the end 
of an unusual situation exist­ 
ing in the 17th Congressional 
District. The area, embracing 
the entire southwestern corner 
of Los Angeles county, will con­ 
tinue to be without representa­ 
tion in Washington until next 
Jan. 1. Gov. Olson called the 
special election April 8 to fill 
the vacancy until the first of 
next year caused by the death 
of Congressman Lee E. Geyer.

Raised by Ernest A. Stewart, 
one of the 12 candidates for 
the Congress scat, the 
point brought up before the Su­ 
perior Court in connection with 
Olson's special election was this: 

Cut Out 05,711 Votes
Voters In the 46th Assembly 

District, which includes the area 
west of Van Ness and south 
of Slauson to the Pacific Ocean; 
being In another (16th) U. S. 
Congressional District two yean* 
ago ejected one Congressman 
(Lee Ford) who Is still serv­ 
ing.

Assembly Districts 66, 67 and
'• had elected Congressman 

Geyer two years ago but he 
died Oct. 13, 1941. 
  A special election was called 

by the governor to fill his un- 
expired term, but the governor 
held that, ^jnder law, only vot­ 
ers of the 66th, 67th and 68th, 
having originally elected Con­ 
gressman Geyer. could vote to 
fill his unexnired term.

The governor held that 85,- 
711 voters of the 46th assem­ 
bly district were still represent­ 
ed by the congressman they 
elected two years ago.' 

Now Pa/t of 17ti»
The case involved only the 

special election to fill the Gey- 
term which would expire 

next January.
By the Federal census of 1940 

and the California State Re-Ap­ 
portionment Act, approved Sept. 
13, 1941, the 46th Assembly Dis­ 
trict was removed from the 16th 
Congressional District and add­ 
ed to the 17th, which up to 
that date comprised only the 
66th, 67th and 68th Assembly 
Districts.

Attorney Hugh E. McManus. 
on behalf of his client Stewart, 
contended   and successfully   
that the Governor's special elec­ 
tion would have excluded vot­ 
ers in the 46th Assembly Dis­ 
trict 'from participating In the 
special. Stewart, candidate on 
the Aug. 25 primary ballot on 
both Democratic and Republican 
tickets, lives In the 46th Dis­ 
trict.

In 1934 he opposed Olson for 
state' senator from Los Ange- 
es county. Olson cross-filed and 

won. Stewart said yesterday the 
special election "was framed by 
Olson only after he. Stewart. 

nnounced his candidacy In the 
regular elections." He asserted 
'Olson secured the endorsement 

of his 'Yes-man' Cecil King by 
Tammany machine pressure
