New, simplified address forms
for correspondence directed to
American prisoners of war and
civilians interned in the Far
East were announced this week
by Eleventh Naval District of-
ficials.

The required form of address
when the name of the prison
camp is as follows:

Lieutenant John Doe, United

States Navy.

Zentsuji Prison Camp.

Island of Shikoka, Japan.

Mail to prisoners or internees
in a known locality where the
name of the camp is not known
should be addressed as follows:

Lieutenant John Doe United

States Marine Corps,

(Formerly of Wuke lslund),
Shanghal, China,

c¢,/o Japanese Red Cross,
Tokyo, Japan.

In order to clear such corres-
pondence through the Army
censorship office the notation
“Prisoners of War Correspon-
dence” should be written in the
upper left hand corner of the
envelope, and at the bottom
under the address “Via Chicago,
Illinois” should be written. In
