The Colony of Rhode Island in 1775 adopted its flag with 13 white star; on J blue 
field in the upper left hand corner, a blue anchor on a white field in the center of 
the flag, and the single word "Hope" in white letters on a blue field just above the 
anchor. The 13 stars here, for perhaps the first time, represented the 13 Colonies, and 
signified the unity which already existed in this new democracy. The flag now rests in the 
State House at Providence.

minimi headiighls may be used 
only by installation of reduction 
devices lowering Ihe candlepower 
of each light lo 250.

3 Standard auxiliary lighlx- 
fog llghls, etc.,- already Ins-tailed 
may be used If candlepower Is 
cut to 250. Approved masks or 
shields may be attached to aux­ 
iliary lights only.

4 Special accessory lights of 
an approved type employing 
maximum driving light may be 
Inslulled.

All official headlight adjust­
ing stations and most garugu 
are equipped lo adapl lighting 
systems to dimout requirements. 
Curler said. Bulletins explaining 
requirements may be obtained 
upon request from the depart­ 
ment of motor vehicles.
