Iodine can be highly valuable 
:'nd equally dangerous if used 

impropcriy. Don't pour iodine 
on ;i wound. Always daub it on 
with n glass applicator or some 
cotton wrapped on a match. 
Don't apply iodine near the 
mouth, nose, eyes or any other 
body opening. Don't apply it ' 
twice to the same wound. Don't | 
use it on burns. Don't put on a j 
bandage until the iodine is dry. 

Don't use an old bottle of I 
iodine. Kvaporation of aicohol 
has probably made it tco strong. 
Instead, use "mild tincture of 
i'ldine." Don't try to scrub the 
wound first with soap and wa- 
I--!-. That's a doctor's job. Don't 
try to treat an infected wound. 
That, too, is for the doctor.

If in doubt, don't apply any 
antiseptic don't put on any an- 
l is,-pi i,- merely because it's red 
.md stings. Many doctors rec- 
,:,:iniencl use of no antiseptic at 
:ill. I., t your doctor decide.

Treating Burns 
Serious burns, like bleeding

The Department of Motor Ve­ 
hicles plans to submit to the 
10-13 legislature, emergency legis­ 
lation proposing that the formal 
opening and closing dates for 
registration lenewal Jan. 2 and 
Feb. 4- be advanced far enough 
into the future to permit de­ 
livery of plates.

The dates will be determined 
by the guarantees' established 
in the formal contract with the 
successful bidder for the plates, 
the Morris Stamping and Man- 
iifactnring Company.

Under the accepted bid, ap­ 
proximately 450,000 plates can 
he delivered in January, a mil­ 
lion more during February and 
the balance during March.

Should the legislature accede 
to the Department's request, it 
would he able to proceed with 
the renewal in normal fashion 
except that the opening and 
closing dates would have bee:! 
advanced sufficiently to relievo 
the public of hardship and in-
