State Finances 
in Good Shape, 
Siley Reports

State Controller Harry B. Rl- 
Iry today announced that the 
stale's geneial fund 'cash excess 
over current obligations as of 
Jan. 31, 1944, was $110,031,707, 
as compared with an excess of 
397,719,095, at the end of the 
preceding month and an excess 
of $76,488,781 on Jar. 31, 1943. 

The present cash excess, said 
Riley, represents an increase of 
$12,282,611 over the figure for 
Dee. 31, 1943. Of this inciease, 
$9,329,696 represents an excess 
of January, liM'-I, revenue over 
January expenditures. The re­ 
mainder of the increase, after 
giving effect to the collection of 
$216,915 of miscellaneous non- 
revenue items, is due to the ie- 
payment to the general fund by 
the veterans' farm and home 
building fund of $2,730,000 cov­ 
ering the balance duo for gen­ 
eral fund advances lor interest 
and redemption of veterans' wel­ 
fare bonds. 

Ucneial fund revenues depos­ 
ited in the state treasury during 
the first seven months of the 
present fiscal year ended Jan. 
31, 1944, totaled $145,323,462 3 
decrease of $4,089,151, or 2.74%, 
under collections for the same 
period last year. The major de­ 
crease in revenue occurred in 
the retail sales and use taxes, 
which decreased $18,352,271, or 
21.28%, under the corresponding 
period last year. The decrease 
in retail sales tax collections, 
Uiley pointed out, is due in part 
to the legislative cut in tax rate 
from 3% to 2 '.:#., effective July 
1, 1943, and in part to the ear­ 
marking by recent legislation of 
20% of the retail sales and use 
tax collections for a reserve for 
post-war construction projects. 
This earmarking has added $17,- 
022,309 to the post-war employ­ 
ment reserve fund since July 1, 
1S43. 

The decrease in ictail sales 
and use taxes, together with oth­ 
er smaller decreases, were par­ 
tially offset by increases in 
other revenues, resulting in a 
net total decrease of $4,089,151. 

The major increases in reve­ 
nue occurred as follows: Bank 
and corporation franchise and 
corporation income tax<?s, $6,681,- 
864, or 31.76%; personal income 
taxes, $4,882,856, or 40.01%; and 
inheritance taxes, $1,702,547, or 
49.08%.

LA. Crowing Rooster 
Law Causing Trouble 
For City Prosecutor

Enforcement of the "crowing 
rooster" oidinance adopted by 
the Los Angeles city council is 
heaping a lot of trouble upon 
Donald Redwine, assistant city 
attorney. Here is a sample of 
the difficulties he is encounter­ 
ing almost daily: 

"Look!" exclaimed a voice over 
the telephone. "The guy on the 
south of me has a crowing roos­ 
ter, the guy to the east has 
geese and the guy on the north 
has ducks."
