Oorgc P. Miller of the Calif or- 
'•• nia Division of Fish and Game, 
from C. N. Feast of Colorado 
and president of the Western 
Association of State Game and 
Fish Commissioners, gives hope 
that sportsmen will be able to 
obtain a limited supply of am­ 
munition this 'year.
