As it is, these citizen soldiers 
are relieving regular Army sol­ 
diers for service overseas.

"Close liaison is maintained 
between the Southern California 
sector of the Western Defense 
Command and the State Guard. 
Within a few minutes after or­ 
ders are issued, Col. John C. 
French and his Ninth Tactical 
Command staff are at Gen. 
Parker's headquarters, in con­ 
stant and direct communication 
with the battalions of his com­ 
mand which are mobilized im­ 
mediately. The work of these 
State Guard units is definite, 
and their ability to perform has 
been demonstrated., We find 
them prepared, equipped, and 
ready to take the field as strik­ 
ing forces on a few moments 
notice to do a real job.

State Guardsmen in schools con­ 
ducted by the Adjutant Gener­ 
al's department, I can say that 
they are men of the highest 
quality, eager to learn and easy 
to train. As an inspector of 
State Guard troops, I have 
found that they stand up to 
regular Army standards in most 
instances, and could take their 
place beside regular Army 
troops, except that the regular 
Infantry, of course, has the ben­ 
efit of additional training which 

not felt necessary to these 
state infantrymen serving the 
home front.

"Woi-King with these State 
Guard troops'as I have been do 
Ing since returning to the Unit 

States, I can say that the 
majority of them right now 
could take short refresher 
courses and, if their age per­ 
mitted, could do service right 
beside our soldiers at the front. 
They know their training, they 
take good care of their equip­ 
ment, and know their job and 
are willing to make the sacri­ 
fices to do it."
