Previous doubts that the arti-
ficial rubber plants, built around
the petroleum industry, could
survive in a competitive war
with factories using natural rub-
ber have been quieted by sur-
veys indicating several years
may elapse before the raw rub:
ber supply is restored to normal
proportions. . 5

A combination of increased de-
mands for rubber products and
the length of time needed to re-
habllitate Dutch East Indies
plantations after recapture from
the Japanese has altered the
thinking of federal postwar plan-
ners and a number of industry
leaders, it was learned.

The result of most recent stud-
ies is a scrapping of the ideas
advanced some time ago by
Vice: President Wallace that the
United States should prepare to
junk the costly synthetic rubber
industry, because the govern-
ment-financed plants could not
be economically. successful and
