Population
To Be 16,160

Southern California - Edison
Co,, in a new publication “Elec-
tric Appliance Market Data and
Potential Sales Guide,” just re-
leased, estimates that- within
the corporate limits ‘of Torrance
there were 14,000 persons in
1944. In Lomita, Edison esti-
mates the population at 7,260.

The 1945 population is not
estimated, but.the company pre-
dicts thdl the Torrance popula-
tion by 1950 will have reached
16,160, and Lomita, 8,880.

The company has 2953 domes-
tic meters in its district serving
Torrance.

Adjacent population served by
the Los Angeles Bureau of Pow-
er and Light, would increase
the population materially.

The company shows that in
Torrance there were only 156
new dwellings constructed in
1944, while in neighboring Gar-
dena, with a population of 9,319
and an estimated 1950 popula.
tion of 11,149, there were 425
dwellings ~ built  last year. Lo-
mita had only 21 new dwellings
constructed during the year, the
sumsvey,* shows.

Victory

In growing your vitamins for
victory there are some “gad:
gets" which you can make that
will help in the garden, These
will save labor, make possible
a little more uniform seed plant-
ing, and assist in distribution
of irrigation water. Some should
not be dignified by even the
name ‘“gadget,”” they’ Just
things to do or involve the use
of such a simple thing as a
piece of old burlap or a flower
pot. Here they are,

Seeding

Uniform width of raised beds
is an advantage. The farmer
makes them with a heavy tool
behind his tractor. You can do
a good job of shaping with a
board with a notch cut in_ it the
size of the bed you wish. “Fine"
the soil and approximate the
bed shape with a rake and
shovel. Then true it with the
notched board.

A little marking board will
space rows' evenly from furrow
edges ‘and will enable you to
plant. seed at uniform depth.
Results will be even watering
and better seed getmination.
For_ example, if you want to
plant carrots, make a bed 16
inches wide on top. On a picce
of 1x3 nail three pieces of lath,
one in the exact center and one
six inches to each side of, cen:
ter. By pressing. down and pull-
ing the marking board along
the top ‘of the bed three sced
rows one and one-fourth- inches
wide and three-eights inch deep
will be made. On the other side
of the same board, two pieces:
of lath can be nailed for mar
ing a tworow bed.

Some garden sececds are ex-
ceedingly difficult to sow thin
enough to avoid ten times too
many plants. Mix the seed with
a handful or two of damp sand
so there is enough volume to
scatter, Be sure the mixture is
uniform, If it is, you can judge
the rate of sceding by the
amount of light.colored sand
you see,

Trrigation Helps

When irrigating from a gar+
den hose, break the velocity of
discharge and thus avoid wash-
ing holes in the furrow bottom
or sides. The loosened soil will
settle a few feet down the fur-

row and may interfere with di-
vision of the water into several
furrows. A simple method is to
lay the hose in a half-gallon
can, six-inch flower pot, or old
bucket. An old picce of burlap
or cloth can be tied over the
end of the hose in a loose sack.
Equal distribution of water
between several furrows is. of-
ten difficult to maintain. Soil
keeps washing in ‘one place and
filling in another with the re-
sult that the flow changes, A
distribution box will help. Make
a. trough three to 'six .inches
wide and three or four inches
deep. Put in: end picces, of
course. Drill half-inch holes in
one side an inch above the bot-
tom and about a foot apart.
Level the trough so that the
water will run out the holes
evenly. Seven rows can be wa-
tered at one time with a six-
foot box. A handful of dirt will
fill up a hole that is discharg:
ing water at the wrong place,

Retarding Water

If you make a mistaké and
get furrows a little too stedp
runs tod fast,
you may want to retard it as it
goes down the slope. Perma-
nent correction for this fault is,
of course, to change direction
of the furrow before you plant
the garden next time. For tem-
porary purposes put a low earth
dam across the furrow with a
piece of old burlap, heavy wrap-
ping paper, or even several
thicknesses of newspaper on the
top of the dam to prevent soil
