Motorists Give 
Police Their Aid' 
In Brake Drive

Motorists are cooperating 
with Torrance police depart­ 
ments In the nationwide brake 
emphasis program, designed to 
reduce traffic accidents and con­ 
serve war-vital automobiles. 

'Most motorists," Chief 
Police John Stroh said, "recog­ 
nize the dangers of faulty 
brakes and hence are submitting 
to the 60-second brake checks

'hen requested to do so by. po­ 
lice and highway patrol officers.

'The test Is made with a 
small wooden U-shaped block, 
one Inch thick, which Is placed 
>n the floorboard, astride the 
3i-ake pedal. The Inspecting of­ 
ficer then depresses the brake. 
[f the pedal touches the wooden 
ilock, the motorist Is asked to 
lave adjustments or repairs 
made."

Police are making the check 
inly on automobiles Involved In 
iccldents, cars stopped for mov- 
ng traffic violations, or those 
tavlng obviously defective 
irakes. They are making no ar- 
csts, except for traffic viola- 
Ions.
To avoid even the small in- 

onvenlence of the brake check, 
he chief Is urging motorists to 
ave their brakes Inspected vol- 
ntarlly. According to a nation­ 
wide survey made before the 
program opened, adequate sup­ 
plies for brake repairs are avail- 
ble.
The six-week emphasis pro- 

ram, which will last until June 
, Is being sponsored by the In- 
ernatlonal Association of Police 
ihlefs, and Is supported 
liroughout the nation by more 
nan 100 organizations interested 
n traffic safety and wartime 
onservatlon.-
