Budget Seen

The Los Angeles Board of Ed-
ucation, which taxés Torrance to
run the schools here, has an.
nounced a $261,945 boost in its
tentative 1945-46 budget above
the figure it agreed to on June
28. The revised budget for the
year totals $51,915,572,
The board voted to approve
the revision, which was explained |
by Asst. Supt. Harry, M. Howell,
with J. Paul Elliott, board mem-
ber protesting that he had “hoped
any revisions might lower, rath-
ér than raise, the total.”
The $261,945 increase was due
to raising elementnry teachers’
maximum salary from $288 to
$208 a month. A high school
monthly' maximum of $347 and a
6 per cent increase in annual
classified salaries above the first
$2000 also are embodied in the
tentative budget as approved.
The 194646 revised tentative
budget is $5,563,358 more than
the 104445 budget, but the tax
requirements for the year'are
. $2,100,552 above those this
year, a difference of $3,426,806,
due chiefly to increased state
appointments, Howell said,
$1.90 tax rate is anticipated.
