He suggests five rules to fol
w If your car catches fire on 

the road:
1. Turn off the ignition.
2. Get people out of the. car 

and keep them away from thi 
fire.

3. If you have a fire extin 
KUisher, use it. Fight the fire 
from outside the car, but never 
ci;awl under it, and aim the 
rtream of cxtinguishant directly 
into what is burning. Keep to 
he windward side of the fire 

so you can see what you 
doing and will not be overcome 
iy smoke and fire gases.

4. If you have no cxtingulshei
 ourself, hail a passing truck 

or bus, as most of them do 
cany such equipment.

5. After the fire is extin­ 
guished, let the car air out be-
