Torranee Water
Suit Involved 
In LA. Politics

The ground-water rights ad­ 
judication suit of the City of 

Torrance and two private, water 
companies has become involved 
n Los Angeles city politics, ac- 
tordlng to the newspaper, "Los 

Angeles Today" published by 
Clifford Clinton, powerful com­ 
munity leader of the metropoli­ 
tan city.

Clinton devoted a whole page 
if his newspaper, and referred 
o the articles in the Torrance 

Herald which'preceded the water 
suit's fil|ng In Superior court 
Oct. 24.

Of the Herald articles, Clln- 
:on's newspaper comments that 
'apparently," citizens of the West 
Basin are not fully cognizant 
of the fact that next door to 
them is a potential source of 
new water supply now being 
wasted ... in the form of 
150 million gallons of sewage 
ffluent gushing dally Into the 

waters of the Pacific.
"FIR*, the admirable article 

contained in the Torrance Herald 
n its September 27 issue, there 
s no mention of the fact that 
he city of Los Angeles is pour- 
ng fresh water into the same 
salt water which threatens to 
make another Sahara out of an' 
area which means so much as a 
'arm, Industrial and trade feeder 
,o Los Angeles city proper.

"The Torrance Herald article 
urns up the situation In words 

which should be burned into the 
minds of every Los Angeles citi­ 
zen whose mental horizon reaches 
beyond the Hollywood strip."

Then the newspaper quotes 
some 500 words of the Herald 
article.

Thc lawsuit calls upon the 
:ourt to establish rights to the 
ground-water in thc West Basin, 
low badly overdrawn causing 
he intake of saline water, and 
o control thc production to a 
joint where salt water inroads
