OPA Suspension

OPA clamped down on 61 
Southland retail food outleta- 
cafca, moat markets and grocery 
stores when the agency sum 
moned operators of that number 
of concerns* to appear at ad­ 
ministrator's hearings during the 
past three weeks to explain why 
their licenses to deal in rationed 
commodities should not be sus­ 
pended. 

The license suspension actions 
were Instated, according to H 
Eugene Breltenbach, OPA en­ 
forcement chief, subsequent to 
the discovery. Oct. 1, that thous- 
ands of retailers In the Los An­ 
geles district had overdrawn 
their ration bank accounts to 
the..cxtenl of nearly 24 million 
unlfs and that about one-half 
million pounds of sugar and 
quantities of other food had as 
a result, been sold illegally. 

Breitenbach , stated that the 
hearings conducted to date had 
resulted In the suspension of 
licenses of 11 retailers for per­ 
iods of from 7 days to the du­ 
ration, or H.M long as commodi­ 
ties handled nn- subject to ra­ 
tioning restrictions. The remain- 
Ing 47 cases are yet to be con­ 
cluded, he declared. 

The enforcement chief declared 
that the actions taken against 
the 81 retailers represented only 
the beginning of the drive to 
force compliance with OPA's ra­ 
tioning rules, and that in each 
case where ration bank accounts 
are found to have been over­ 
drawn, enforcement action will 
be taken.

"Turn Right" 
Law Brings 
Many Tickets

Despite the fact that the new 
regulations have been in effect 
for several weeks, many mo­ 
torists still aren't familiar with 
changes In the California Ve­ 
hicle Code, particularly that con­ 
cerning right turns, according 
to reports. 

Under the new law a motor­ 
ist may turn right against a 
stop signal only at such Inter­ 
sections where signs permitting 
iili'Jh right turns have been 
( reeled, and provided he yields 
the right of way to pedestrians 
and older truffle proceeding as 
ilirecitcd by signal. 

Another significant revision li 
the Code sharply Increases the 
penalty for a violation of a ped­ 
estrian's right of wuy at a cross­ 
walk, resulting in injury to the 
pedestrian. A maximum .fine of 
J500, or Jail for six 'months, or 
both, may be imposed, as com- 
pared with a previous total of 
$60 and five days In jail. 

Stickers may now be placed 
on the side windows to the rear 
of the driver. Previously stick- 
era were limited to a seven- 
Inch square In the lower corner 
of the windshield, farthest re- 
moved from the driver's posi­ 
tion. 

The Code, likewise, classifies 
wilful Interference with the driv­ 
er or mechanism of a vehicle
