In Torrance

Residents of Torrance and 
vicinity will have an oppor­ 
tunity to file their 1945 fed­ 
eral Income tax returns local­ 
ly, according: to an announce­ 
ment made today by Lionel J. 
Bailey, Ixuig Beach Internal 
revenue division chief. 
. Deputy collectors will be 
stationed at the City Hall In 
Torrance dally until Jan. 15 
from 8:00 o-m. to 4:80 p.m.

Farmers 'who are required 
to file original estimates of 
1945 earnings may do so on 
any of these days. However, 
they may eliminate filing- esti­ 
mated returns by filing their 
final 1945 returns on any of 
these days. Others who will 
be required to file revised 
estimates because their In­ 
comes last year exceeded their 
original estimates can like­ 
wise avoid doing so by filing 
their final returns by the 15th 
of January.

"Those who receive- .bills 
from the revenue office for 
their last Installment of 1945 
taxes must pay by Jan. 15," 
Bailey said.

G. A. Hugglns, formerly chief 
 df tooling for all Douglas Air- 
fcHklft plants and later plant 
"manager of Douglas Long Beach 
factory, today took over the 
post of manager of the com­ 
pany's Santa Monica plant, It 
was announced today by Presi­ 
dent Donald W. Douglas.

Huggiiis succeeds H. E. Guer- 
in, who retires today after 25 
years' service with the Douglas 
Company. The new plant man­ 
ager, considered one of Ameri­ 
ca's best known aircraft produc­ 
tion, experts, personally directed 
production of almost 10,000 war 
planes for the government at 
the Long Beach plant, Including 
999 Douglas A-20 bombers, 4285 
C-47 military transports, 1108 
A-26 attack bombers and 3000 
B-17 heavy bombers, a total of 
174,000,000 pounds.

During Huggins three years 
as Long Beach plant manager, 
the factory produced the larg­ 
est land-based airplane in the 
work), the Douglas C-75 military 
transport intended fof use 
against the Japanese. A second 
C-84 now Is nearing completion 
at the Douglas Long Beach 
plant.
