-Legal require-
ments standardize the method of
water sample collection. and
analyses. Legal requirements
govern the purity of water that
‘may be used for domestic pur-
poses. These requirements -are
based upon the United States
public health service standards
for drinking water, and are not
a matter of local caprice. ¥

In rural as well as urban
Los’ Angeles county, people are
fortunate, since for the most
part the owners and operators
of the water systems havé,de-
monstrated a desire to maintain
high standards of water purity,
as well as efficiency of opera-
tion.
